Ms. Jeffers is concerned about COVID symptoms. The main complaint is sinus congestion. She has dry cough for about two weeks. She complains of sore throat, but that is not severe. She wonders if she has sinusitis. She has already been quarantined for about a week or so,  possibly even since Christmas. She does not get headaches except for the frontal areas where the sinuses are and that is not always there. She also denies shortness of breath. There is no sputum coughed up, but there is a dry cough. She has no new changes in taste or smell alteration. She states she actually had a decreased taste a year ago. She never had a COVID infection so far. She denies any chest pain or nausea and denies any major problems with appetite.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:

1. Ms. Jeffers has evidence of sinusitis. I will send a script for her doxycycline 100 mg t.i.d. 

2. She has some upper respiratory symptoms and we are ruling out COVID. I doubt that she actually has the COVID infection, but will do the swab and see how she does.
