Jackeline Martin was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

On this visit, she gave history of tiredness with occasional aches in her legs, but denied shakes, tremors or palpitations.

She feels under increased stress because of the COVID pandemic.

General review was unremarkable otherwise for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/70, weight 199 pounds and BMI 24.7. The heart sounds were normal. The lungs were clear. The peripheral exam was grossly intact.

Recent lab studies indicate normal thyroid balance with a TSH of 1.59, serum iron is 178, slightly higher than normal, serum calcium is 10.7, elevated. Kidney function, liver function and cholesterol panels are within acceptable levels.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism, secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, well compensated on her current dosage of levothyroxine. She also has hypercalcemia, cause unclear.

A repeat serum calcium and PTH will be performed and further investigations will be considered later.
