Dear Dr. Kissoondial:

This is a followup for Mr. Sawmick who has biopsy proven diabetic nephropathy and advanced renal failure.  Last visit in September.  He did have a diagnosis of coronavirus infection early December.  He was just feeling fatigue lasted for about a week.  Did not require hospital admission.  There was no respiratory failure.  No fever.  No upper respiratory symptoms.  No sore throat.  No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.  He has improved completely.  We did a video conference.  Presently weight is stable, eating, good urine output.  No infection cloudiness or blood.  No bowel changes.  No major edema.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, or dyspnea.  Review system is negative.  Predialysis classes have been done.  He had to postpone his AV fistula because of the coronavirus.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight short and long acting insulin, Lasix, Coreg, cholesterol treatment, aspirin, and no antiinflammatory agents.

Labs: Chemistries last one in November, creatinine 4.3 progressive, GFR at that time was 14 stage IV, there was no anemia, normal platelets, white blood cells are running in the low side 3.3, no differential was done.  Sodium, potassium, and acid base were normal.  He does have low albumin 3.1 from proteinuria, corrected calcium will be normal, and phosphorus normal.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Biopsy proven diabetic nephropathy.

2. CKD stage IV to V.

3. Hypertension has not been checking at home needs to be done.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism.

5. High cholesterol, on treatment.

6. Anemia, has not required EPO treatment or intravenous iron.
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Comments: He is aware that he has the ability to do home CAPD as well as in-center dialysis that the fistula takes two to three months to mature.  We will start dialysis based on symptoms.  I do not see any evidence of uremic symptoms, encephalopathy, chest pain, pericarditis or nothing to suggest pulmonary edema.  He needs to do testing more in a regular basis.  He is planning to do in the next few days.  I will talk to him in the next few months or early as needed and all questions answered.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
