PATIENT NAME: Lujan, Jose

DATE OF SERVICE: 01/04/2021

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came for followup of hypertension, coronary artery disease, and hyperlipidemia. The patient’s blood pressure is 141/80. Ideal blood pressure is 130 systolic and therefore we will increase the dose of losartan. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and had a stent placement in November 2005 at MCH by Dr. Neerukonda. The patient gets chest pain at times and it is stabbing in nature and involves both left and right side of the chest. The patient has not seen Dr. Neerukonda recently.

PLAN: Losartan was increased to losartan 50 mg daily to bring down blood pressure to 130 systolic or less. The patient will be referred to Dr. Neerukonda for cardiac evaluation. The patient has hypothyroidism and we will do blood test including free T4 and TSH. The patient is currently on levothyroxine 200 mcg daily. After the results of free T4 and TSH, we will adjust the dose of levothyroxine.
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
