SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for annual wellness examination and management of medical problems. The patient has diabetes mellitus type II and her blood sugars are running high recently. Her sugars go up to 140 in the morning. The patient has gained 7 pounds in the last three months. Her blood pressure is also high at 143/65.

PLAN: Laboratory tests are ordered. Jardiance 25 mg one-half tablet daily started as blood sugars are high and the patient will call us with blood sugars. Irbesartan dose was increased to irbesartan 300 mg daily in place of 150 mg daily because her blood pressure is high. She complains of bladder cramps since last week and urinalysis and urine culture were ordered for that reason.
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
