SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of cough and chest congestion for the last three days. He does not have any sputum. He also complains of cough when he eats for the last three years. He denies any heartburn. We advised him to eat slowly. He has not lost any weight.

PLAN: INR is 3.2 today and the patient will continue current dose of warfarin. Metformin ER 500 mg two tablets in the morning and one in the evening was ordered today. The patient’s blood sugar was 150 and he was taking only two tablets of metformin ER per day. Therefore, we told him to go back to his regular dose of two in the morning and one in the evening. Testosterone injection was given today and Depo-Medrol 80 mg IM was given. Blood test will be done at next visit. The patient was seen for wellness examination today.
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
