PATIENT NAME: Patel, Manhar

DATE OF SERVICE: 01/04/2021

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of abdominal pain and trouble with digestion for the last one month. The patient has mainly lower abdominal pain and pain is intermittent. He is taking Metamucil at present. The patient has a history of hypertension and gastroesophageal reflux disease and these conditions are stable. The patient’s blood pressure is 136/89 today and he is taking olmesartan 20 mg daily. The patient is taking famotidine and Nexium for gastroesophageal reflux disease. Hypertension and gastroesophageal reflux disease are stable conditions.

PLAN: CBC, CMP, and prostate specific antigen will be done today. Previous laboratory results were reviewed. The patient was started on Levaquin 500 mg daily for 10 days and Flagyl 500 mg three times a day with food for 10 days. CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis with contrast was also ordered at Golder X-ray. Further management will depend on results of this test. If his symptoms persist, we will refer him to gastroenterologist.
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
