SUBJECTIVE: The patient had six months appointment today for followup visit. The patient has hypertension, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, and depression and these conditions are stable. The patient is taking amlodipine for hypertension and her blood pressure is normal at home. The patient takes duloxetine for depression and her depression is under control. The patient is on levothyroxine 100 mcg daily and her hypothyroidism is under control with last blood test done on July 2, 2020, showing normal free T4 and TSH. The patient complains of positive test for COVID-19 on December 28, 2020. She has nausea, backache, and she feels weak. She had gone to minor emergency clinic and was diagnosed to have positive for COVID‑19.

PLAN: Zofran 4 mg half or one tablet three times a day p.r.n. for nausea is ordered. The patient will also take Tylenol for backache. She will continue current dose of levothyroxine and amlodipine. She will be seen again in three months and blood test will be done at that time.
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
