Chief Complaints: Ms. Satrina M. Frazee is a 36-year-old white female who is here with chief complaints of stroke.
History of Present Illness: The patient states about six months after her daughter was born in August 2008, the patient was at home asleep; she woke up and the daughter was crying and she went to go get the bottle and she could not think where the bottle was and she fell. She states then she felt like she wanted to use the bathroom so her husband assisted her in feeding the baby. The patient states she fell in the bathroom and lied there for three hours. She did not want to wake up her husband or the children or the baby. She states after about three hours, she got up. Her husband helped her clean up and lied down in bed, but she was not feeling well, so they called the ambulance and she was life-flighted to St. Joseph in Bryan from Burleson County. She states she was in the hospital for a week and three weeks in rehab. Her left side of the body was affected. She states she was told she had multiple strokes in the past. She states she got rehab for three weeks at St. Joseph. She has not had another stroke since, but she is still weak on the left side. She has a history of bipolar disorder. She states that was diagnosed in 2010. She states she has always had the problem of not able to control her spending. She gets pissed off really easy. They state that some hormonal changes after childbirth caused her to have the stroke.

Operations: Tubal ligation right after childbirth, laparoscopic surgery on the left knee in 2011, and tonsillectomy.
Medications: Medications at home include aspirin.

Allergies: None known.
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Personal History: She finished high school. She has done jobs working as a cashier at convenience stores and lot of clerical work. Currently, for the past three to four months, she is working as front desk receptionist at a hotel. She is divorced. She has two children 16- and 12-year-old. She used to smoke in the past, but currently vapes. She used to drink alcohol socially, but does not do it now.

Review of Systems: She does not have any trouble with speech. She does not have any trouble with swallowing. She does not have any problem with urinary incontinence. She does not have any trouble with any memory. She is not taking any medicines for bipolar disorder.

Physical Examination:

General: Exam reveals Ms. Satrina M. Frazee to be a 36-year-old white female who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress. She is not using any assistive device for ambulation. She is able to get on and off the examination table slowly. She is able to dress and undress for the physical exam slowly. She can hop, squat and tandem walk. She can pick up a pencil and button her clothes. She is right-handed.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.
Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.
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Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. She has grade 4 power in the left upper and left lower extremity. 
Neurologic: Reflexes are 1+ throughout. Finger-nose testing is slightly clumsy on the left side. Alternate pronation and supination of hands is normal. Romberg’s is positive. There is no evidence of muscle atrophy. Cranial nerves II through XII are intact.
Review of Records per TRC: Records of 05/27/2011 where the patient was seen by Dr. Cohen in Tulsa, Oklahoma, with left-sided weakness, left knee pain, and bipolar disorder. Her exam was normal. The patient was having some decorticate posturing of the left side with elbow flexed and hand clenched to the body with bad balance.
The patient has recovered since her stroke with very mild weakness of the left side of the body and Romberg’s being positive.

The Patient’s Problems:
1. History of stroke with left-sided weakness.
2. Tobacco use.
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
