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Ms. Vargo is a 65-year-old white female who is here with multiple different complaints and wanting some blood work. To note, Ms. Vargo about almost several months ago was having problems with watery discharge from the right eye and proptosis. She had seen Dr. Lee who could not diagnose what was wrong with her. She went to ENT and came to see me after that as he could not help her. When I saw the patient, I felt there was something more serious going on with the patient as the patient’s right eye was watering significantly and I sent her to Dr. Marr. Then, we both decided the patient needed to see a specialized neuro-optometrist. The patient was sent to Scott & White in Temple. I also ordered an MRI of the orbit on her and the MRI showed the patient had a carotid cavernous aneurysm that was embolized as a treatment. The patient’s vision was saved. Following the surgery, the patient had a lot of headaches which were initially treated as temporal arteritis, but the patient did not take any steroids. The patient has had history of ovarian cancer in the past and we follow her ovarian cancer with CA-125. I have told her multiple times to see a gynecologist as well as a cancer doctor. The patient had all her treatment in Houston of Woodlands Texas. The patient has seen Dr. Jansky and had a mammogram done there. She does not like to take prescription medicine. She today asked for some vitamin C and some good gastric enzymes if available. The patient has had some attacks of asthma and has used Xopenex through inhalation. She wanted a 30-day prescription sent to Walgreens Pharmacy. She states A&M has told her that they will fill the prescriptions here locally. She does want the nebulizer medicine Xopenex through her Express Script, but she is wanting to tell them to send it to us instead of us sending it to them. There have been recent problems of Express Script not sending patients the prescriptions or losing it even if we have faxed it multiple times, so it is very difficult to know what to do with these long-term prescriptions. We tried to do a spirometry and evaluation a bronchospasm evaluation on her. The patient did not want to use the Symbicort inhaler that we have, so we did the evaluation without that.
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
