Ms. Moore is a 68-year-old African American female that I had referred to a podiatrist because of calluses, bunion and diabetic neuropathy and overgrown toenails and the podiatrist felt she could benefit from shoes. I had done ABI on her in July and I was wanting to know after talking to her as to what was done at the podiatrist’s office before prescribing her shoes and what went on. The patient did not answer my phone calls for several days. We even sent a letter to the podiatrist stating we cannot do anything until we have a visit with the patient as that is a Medicare requirement because they need my note for prescribing her shoes and the patient’s voicemail was full and the patient had no idea that her voicemail was full. So after I talked to the patient about her visit with the podiatrist and her getting shoes and me signing the papers, the patient states she is just coming back from the emergency room. When I asked her what had made her go, she states she was having low back pain and could not walk at all and hence she went to the ER. Refreshing the history, it looks like the patient had back surgery once in 2019 and a year later she fell and hurt her back and needed a second surgery. Both surgeries were done by Dr. Hoover. She states in the emergency room they did all the testing including CAT scan and x-rays and then ended up prescribing her tizanidine and Voltaren and diclofenac gel and also some cyclobenzaprine. Told the patient it is a good idea she see Dr. Hoover as an outpatient and then go from there as to how her back was doing. The patient has calluses on the undersurface of her feet. She has diabetic neuropathy and she has bunion both big toes and I have reviewed the consult note of Brazos Valley Foot Care and we will see her in the office in a month or earlier if need be.

We will try to get records from St. Joseph ER of whatever was done on the visit including CAT scan and x-rays and their evaluation and then have further visit. A lot of time was spent on discussing about this visit about her shoes, about visit with the podiatrist and her ER visit and further as to what to do and now it will take some more time for me to review those records. I have advised her to make an appointment to see Dr. Hoover. She has an appointment to see the foot doctor this Wednesday and she will see me in the office in a month.
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
