History: Ms. Garner was seen for followup today. Ms. Garner has multiple medical problems including:

1. History of skin cancer diagnosed one year ago and removed by Dr. Shanesmith at Scott & White.

2. History of kidney cancer on the right side, removed by Dr. Peirce in collaboration with Dr. Tan.

3. Long-standing diabetes mellitus.

4. Hypertension.

5. Hyperlipidemia.
When I got the patient, the patient’s A1c was 11.8. She has obesity and severe insulin resistance. She is on polypharmacy. Apparently, we had given the patient a slip for mammograms as well as a bone density and, apparently, St. Joseph only did mammograms on her and did not do bone density; I am glad they at least did that because the patient’s mother has had breast cancer and had bilateral mastectomy, but died of metastatic breast cancer, but her thing was negative. I did diet counseling on her. She has had a partial hysterectomy. Recently, she had the eye exam done with Dr. Hodges and she does have mild diabetic retinopathy, but no further treatment necessary. The St. Joseph missed setting up bone density on her, so the patient has not had bone density done. The patient’s stool iFOB was negative on 11/02/2021. The patient is on statins. The patient is updated as far as flu shot is concerned. Her PHQ-9 was reviewed. She has had a diabetic foot exam done. The patient’s dose of Levemir was changed because of insurance reasons as the patient had to pay extra $35 for the dose she is on and we increased her dose of Trulicity to 1.5 mg and also NovoLog was not covered in her insurance, but Humalog is and we gave her samples of Humalog and Trulicity and made adjustments in the dose on Levemir as maximum they would cover is 55 units twice a day for a $35 copay. The patient understands this problem. Her med list is reconciled. Physical exam and rest of the exam is as in the chart. We will try to get a referral to Dr. Tan as well as Dr. Peirce.
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
