The patient had a cold and got tested for COVID and it was negative. She got problem with the urinary tract infection and was given Keflex, then developed side effects of Keflex with stomach upset. The patient was given all kinds of medications like sucralfate and Phenergan. The patient has also been given methocarbamol, all of that has not suited the patient at all. The patient had been on pantoprazole, but then her medicines have been changed so often, the patient states she feels it is her medicines that is giving her the problem, so she is deciding wanting me to stop all medicines. She states she was sexually active and that gave her the UTI, so she is going to hold off having sexual relations right now. The patient from the ER was referred to Central Texas Gastroenterology for EGD and the patient does not want to have any more testing done right now. She states she got a call from the insurance company of the other party that they are going to fix her car this Friday for her, so she is going to take the car, so things are settling in place and the patient wants to stop all the duplicate medicines she has been taking, which I think her two visits to ER could have been because of one is urinary tract infection and then the Keflex gave her some side effects for which reason she went to the ER again and was diagnosed as having gastritis, so currently she is advised to withhold all medicines and I am going to see her in the office in two weeks. I have advised her to come in earlier if need be.
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
