HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl brought in by her mother with a complaint of pain on the left side of her mouth at the gum line. Mother does verbalize to me that she is getting a new molar in and that has caused some pain as well. However, there is a white spot in that area. At times, it has a discharge and a foul odor.

Symptoms are better with rest and worse on activities and any type of pressure or touching the area seems to bother her more.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling. No association with secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She interacts well with me. She does not appear to be in any distress, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 99/64. Pulse 93. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 53 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Canals are grossly normal. Oropharyngeal area clear as well. No erythema. On the left lower gum line, she seems to be cutting a new tooth, a molar. There appears to be a discolored area, possibly some infection, very tender to touch as well.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Tooth abscess. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days. Also, advised that she must have an appointment with her dentist for followup.

I have discussed the plan of care with the mother. She verbalizes understanding. She can return to see us p.r.n.
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
