CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Swollen right elbow.

2. Status post fall.

3. Blood pressure is slightly elevated.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 51-year-old gentleman. He is married. He works as a crane operator. He comes in today after he fell at home two weeks ago and had an area of redness, heat and that had become a full-blown abscess over the olecranon process of the right elbow. He also is having lot of pain in that area. He does not take any medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date for his COVID-19.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink on regular basis.

FAMILY HISTORY: No colon cancer. Positive for hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 268 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 154/96. His blood pressure has always been well controlled.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: There is a 4-5 cm abscess over the olecranon process right elbow.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. After consent was obtained, the area was cleansed, anesthetized and copious amount of pus and fluid were recovered.

2. The area was then packed with iodoform gauze.

3. The patient is to come back in two days for removal.

4. Treat with Rocephin 1 g now.
5. Augmentin 875 mg at home.

6. Toradol 60 mg for pain now.

7. Motrin 800 mg t.i.d. and tramadol 50 mg only #20 tablets at home.

8. X-ray shows an avulsion fracture of the humerus on the right side.

9. Referred to orthopod.

10. The patient has brace/Ace in place to keep the elbow from moving.

11. Return in 24 hours for the removal of the iodoform gauze.

12. Findings discussed with wife at length before leaving my office.
