HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of POTS syndrome and neurocardiogenic syncope. The patient is here for a followup. The patient wants to get long-term disability. The patient stopped taking Florinef because of nausea and emitting. 
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is currently taking Corlanor, metoprolol, and *________* infusion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/75 mmHg, pulse 78, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: POTS syndrome versus neurocardiogenic syncope.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will start the patient on ProAmatine 5 mg three times daily. I will follow the patient in six months.
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
