HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitation. The patient stated that he has one episode of palpitation while he was watching TV associated with shortness of breath and chest discomfort. Denied syncope.

CURRENT MEDICATION: Gabapentin, Flonase, pantoprazole, fenofibrate and atorvastatin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 70, respirations 16, and weight 200 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Palpitation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has episodes of palpitation. I will schedule the patient for a seven-day heart monitor to evaluate any cardiac dysrhythmia. Depending on the findings of the seven-day monitor, we will decide further management.
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
