SUBJECTIVE: The patient had eye surgery in Lubbock by Dr. Ford for hole in the retina further results are not known. Her blood pressure is high today. PLAN: Amlodipine 5 mg daily was added for high blood pressure. The patient will continue losartan 25 mg daily, but if her blood pressure remains high she can increase it to losartan 25 mg, two tablets daily. Ranexa 500 mg twice a day was ordered for angina pectoris.
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
