PATIENT NAME: Khandelwal, Laxmi N.

DATE OF SERVICE: 01/05/2022

SUBJECTIVE: This patient was seen by me last time in November 2018. After that he had moved to Florida and California. He was brought today by her son. The patient is doing well. He has hypertension, hyperlipidemia, diabetes mellitus type and these conditions are stable. He has dryness of mouth and he tried pilocarpine in the past, but he wants to try different medicine.

PLAN: The patient was started on cevimeline 30 mg capsule three times a day for dry mouth. We refilled his prescription of eye drops. He will follow up with eye specialist. He has history of glaucoma and he is on latanoprost eye drops and we reordered the prescription. The patient brought the results from September 2021 from California. His hemoglobin was 11.2, TSH was normal at 1.39, and hemoglobin A1c was 6.5. His GFR was 48 with BUN 23, creatinine 1.36 on September 23, 2021, and cholesterol was 126. The patient is advised to get CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, PSA, and send us the results. He will be seen again in three months. The patient was admitted at Los Angeles with congestive heart failure in February 2020. His ejection fraction was normal and he lost from 150 pounds and 140 pounds from fluid loss from diuretics. The patient weight is stable now. He takes Lasix 20 mg two times per week. The patient had a Cardiolite LEXA scan stress test done at California about two years ago and it did not show any reversible ischemia. He has a previous history of coronary artery bypass graft surgery.
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
