Mr. Baker who is 64-year-old gentleman has been my patient for last several months. He was referred to me for low blood count. He is found to have myelodysplastic syndrome causing significantly low blood count especially platelet count. The patient also has bad left hip, which require replacement and that was the reason he was sent here for clearance for surgery but because of low blood count mainly low platelet count, which is severely low, surgery cannot be done and because patient has significant pain and inability to walk or stand on left hip. He may not be able to work in a gainful employment conditions. The patient hence should be on medical disability on account of severe left hip pain and inability to stand on it or ambulate much until his hip is replaced.

As far as his low blood count, he is now referred to a tertiary hospital for consideration of possibly stem cell transplant for his myelodysplastic syndrome.
