History: Ms. Hedderman was seen today. She states she was in her house in her bathroom, she was wearing some jeans and part of the jeans got caught up on the table in the bathroom and, when it got caught up and she tried to remove it, a part of skin also was removed. So, the patient has skin avulsion tear about 2.5 cm circular with some stationary blood clotted around the wound. The patient had a dry bandage over it when she came in. The bandage was removed. Wound cleaning done. ASAP gel applied. A culture was taken from the wound. The patient started on cephalexin and Bactroban ointment as well as alternating use of Silver Gel. The patient understands further care. She is going to dress the wound herself every day. I told her if there are any further problems she can come and see me in the office before her followup appointment next Monday. The patient understands that. The patient was started on antibiotics because it looked like she was developing cellulitis with redness extending to the top of the wound and extending even below, at least for 4 or 5 cm below the wound.
The Patient’s Diagnosis: So, it is cellulitis of the left lower extremity, infected skin tear, infected wound.
Plan: Culture, antibiotics, wound dressing. The patient’s other problems were discussed. The patient’s medication list was reviewed. She started on cephalexin and Bactroban ointment alternating with ASAP gel and will be seen in the office coming Monday. The patient is advised to go to ER should her condition change. There is no evidence of calf tenderness or DVT or superficial phlebitis at this time.
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
