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Patient Name: Mary Rabe
Date of Exam: 01/04/2022
History: Ms. Rabe was seen after a while in the office. Ms. Rabe has two daughters and she is the main help for the daughters. Her older daughter was found to have a very peculiar tumor near the pituitary fossa of the brain and that tumor was giving rise to significant hyponatremia as low as 116, but asymptomatic. The patient, Ms. Rabe, states she had to be with her daughter at least twice. The patient was referred to MD Anderson neurosurgery where the patient had the surgery for this cyst and the tumor through the nose. The patient has done well following the surgery, she is not having episodes of hyponatremia. The patient has problems with the second daughter, which she stated her divorce was finalized, but the judge gave the visitation rights for two days with the mother, two days with the father and then alternating three days, which will be weekend and she states the kid is quite antsy when he has to move from one place to the other every third day; he is only 2½ years old, and also the judge made her move with the Austin’s address to be able to take care of the child. This has caused a lot of stress on Ms. Rabe. Ms. Rabe states she does not have suicidal ideations, but she is definitely depressed and was wanting to know if her Wellbutrin could be increased. Her Wellbutrin was 150 mg XL once a day and was increased to 300 mg a day. The patient had a CNS VS testing done about six months ago and the new testing will be scheduled sometime next week. The patient had seen a person who looks at the face and gives predictions and was told that she had cancer cells in her blood, the patient is concerned, so lab work is ordered. A CNS VS testing will be done. The patient also gives me a history of memory problems and we will try to do the memory screening and maybe evoked potential testing.

Medications: The patient’s medication list reconciled.
Physical Examination:

General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented and in no acute distress.
Vital Signs: As in the chart.
The patient is using some form of stem cell stimulators in a patch form and using it on her neck and, lo and behold, the patient has had problem with ptosis of the right eye, but today when I looked, her both eyes look at the same level and are open equally and this was relayed to the patient. The patient states she does not know, but this is she follows something called life way sciences and feels that that may be because of that. Anyway, the patient is going to come back for memory testing. She is going to come back for CNS VS testing. I have increased her Wellbutrin. I am going to see her in the office in next 2 to 3 weeks. The patient has already been ordered lab work including CBC, CMP, lipids and TSH and her sed rate. She sees Dr. Tripathy for some kind of blood abnormality, but that seems to be under control as of currently.

This was a lengthy visit trying to console a mother with problems with both daughters. I will see her in the office in next 2 to 3 weeks.
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
