History: Mr. Hector Nieto was seen today. He has history of hypertension and borderline diabetes mellitus and his previous doctors had started him on metformin 500 mg once a day and his sugars have been good with the A1c of 5.4. The patient had not taken statins because of lot of pain issues. The patient has had history of colon cancer. His Cologuard test was negative. The patient understands that he will go for colonoscopy or whatever is due as part of followup of his colon cancer and I have explained that having negative Cologuard does not mean he needs to stop getting any other testing, he understands that. He does not like the tamsulosin for his prostate. I have also given him some Cialis, which is the daily Cialis 5 mg a day about 30 tablets. The patient had mixed response; some days, he was good and other days not good. Because he has this private Medicare, the patient can see anybody and the patient was given an appointment to look into this ED medicine. He states he is not too happy with Cialis daily nor he is happy with p.r.n. use of Cialis, which is 20 mg. He wants to try Viagra 100 mg and I have told I will give him 12 with one additional refill of his Viagra and I do not feel like combining two different therapies. So, basically, he is on Viagra 100 mg as needed and he is off Cialis 5 mg daily or he is not taking also Cialis 20 mg because he states it did not work anyway. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
