CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Body aches.

2. Dizziness.

3. Coughing spells with shortness of breath.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 21-year-old young woman who is 23 weeks pregnant, on prenatal vitamins, previously has been vaccinated against COVID. She comes in today with above-mentioned symptoms. She is under OB/GYN care.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. She is 23 weeks pregnant as I mentioned. She does not use any drugs.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appears alert and awake, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 149 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.9. Respirations 18. Pulse 140, repeat 110. Blood pressure 115/76.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2, tachycardic.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

The patient did undergo COVID testing which was negative. She underwent flu A, flu B, and strep testing which were negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. COVID-19 test is negative.

2. Strep is negative.

3. Flu A and flu B negative.

4. We will treat for pharyngitis/sinusitis/URI with Amoxil 875 mg b.i.d. x 14 days.

5. No nausea or vomiting.

6. No urinary symptoms.

7. Check heart rate and report heart rate to me tomorrow.

8. Follow up with OB/GYN ASAP.
