HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Allen is a 2-year-old young man who is brought in with his mother with low-grade fever, cough, congestion, and runny nose. They wanted COVID testing. The child was alert and wake, in no distress.
Again, not toxic. Eating well and very playful. Mother does report green phlegm and fever at home of 100.6 earlier and possible exposure to COVID. Today, his flu A, flu B and COVID testing are negative.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATION: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above. No nausea or vomiting. Alert and awake. URI type symptoms.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 32 pounds. Temperature 98.9. Respirations 16.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is slightly red. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The panmucositis is consistent with viremia. We will use Tylenol / Motrin for fever and we will use Histex PD for symptom relief.

2. No antibiotics at this time. No other treatment unless his condition worsens.
3. Come back for followup in three days.
