CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 12-year-old child with bumps on the chest off and on for five days.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 12-year-old child comes in with what mother describes as a bump on the chest, sometimes it *_________* more than others, it is over the xiphoid process. The child is alert and awake. He has had no history of heart murmurs. No medical issues in the past.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No one smokes around the child.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 69 pounds. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 16.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: There is evidence of bony protuberance over the xiphoid process. Also, the patient has a scaphoid in the back that appears to be more protuberant. There appears to be no anomaly. This appears to be part of growing process. We discussed this with mother at length. The patient has no obvious signs of scoliosis and these apparently have been present for sometime, but mother wanted to get a doctor’s evaluation. My plan is to have the child checked again in three months if there are any changes. Because of mother’s concern, the patient also was referred to their pediatrician at this time for further evaluation which most likely appears to be a pectus excavatum. Nevertheless, pediatrician evaluation is in order and mother agrees to follow up with pediatrician.
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
