PATIENT NAME: McGaha, Lester

DATE OF SERVICE: 01/06/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had blood test done at LabCorp on January 4, 2022. His GFR has now decline to 44, BUN was 31, creatinine 1.61, cholesterol is high at 245, and hemoglobin A1c is 7.4. The patient says his blood pressure is 100-110 systolic at home.

PLAN: Metoprolol will be discontinued. Losartan will be decreased to losartan 25 mg daily. Amlodipine will be changed to amlodipine 5 mg only if blood pressure is over 130 systolic. The patient advised to drink eight glasses of water. He will have repeat CMP in two weeks at LabCorp. The patient will be referred to nephrologist after we get results of the repeat CMP. The patient has a chronic kidney disease and Jardiance was discontinued and in place of that Farxiga 10 mg daily is started. For high cholesterol, the patient is advised to follow plant based diet. He will also restart WelChol 625 mg three tablets two times a day. He will continue Zetia. He is not able to take statin drugs. He will be seen again in three months as requested by him. He will come earlier if needed.
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
