History: Ms. Spates was seen today. Her son who had long-standing diabetes had a right leg amputation and on dialysis finally passed away of sepsis and pneumonia. She is a little bit anxious and upset about that, but she understands he had become an end-stage problem patient. The second thing is I have seen her in November and her kidney function was like creatinine of 2.3 and 2.4.
Ms. Spates has kidney failure with elevated creatinine and is on metformin and I had told her about the issue of lactic acidosis with that and the patient was concerned about it and the patient did not want to reduce her metformin or reduce her glipizide. I told her to see Dr. Vasudev and Dr. Vasudev saw her and put her on Januvia 25 mg once a day with much improvement in sugars and the patient feels better. So, the patient is off metformin now. She does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath. She states she was referred by the cardiology for some lymphedema equipment because the patient does have chronic lymphedema both lower legs and she states the sleeves that she wears on her legs have really helped her reduce the lymphedema. Overall, she is doing well. Her med list reconciled. So, she is off metformin to note and she is on Januvia 25 mg a day. She is on glipizide only twice a day. She has no shortness of breath. No chest pain.
The Patient’s Problems: Her other medical problems include:

1. Cardiomyopathy.

2. Hypertension.

3. Type II diabetes mellitus.

4. History of kidney cancer.
