History: Ms. Pierce was accompanied by her husband, Darrell Pierce. Ms. Pierce had symptoms of cough, cold and congestion and she had COVID test and flu test done; all were within normal limits.
Ms. Pierce had negative flu tests and COVID test. She is having some trouble with plantar fasciitis, left foot. She did not improve with steroid shot in the left foot and was planning to get surgery. There was a problem with the Brazos Valley Foot Care that they did not send me any note except the patient calling us that she wanted to get a clearance for her surgery on her foot and, when asked exactly what they were going to do, was it under GA or anything, she had no idea. My staff spent a lot of time trying to retrieve the notes and the only notes we were able to retrieve was of the podiatrist seeing the patient, but not advising surgery at that point. Apparently, the patient had gone today for some blood work and an EKG also. Today, as a preop, the surgery is set up for 01/10/2022, today being 01/06/2022. She is 62 years old with lot of medical problems of fibromyalgia, long-standing hypertension and on multiple medications and I feel better if we have a cardiac clearance on her as she also has *__________* and if she has a cardiac clearance before we send her for surgery especially if they are going to use GA, and I told her that. The patient tells me that usually she has hard time waking from general anesthesia even in the past, she does not know how or when, but each time she has had surgery she has had hard time waking up. So, all the more, I feel better if we have a cardiac clearance on her. The patient understands that. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
