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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history suspicious for cognitive decline.

Recent MR brain imaging showing some hippocampal atrophy.

Dear Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Linda Jensen for neurological evaluation.

Linda was seen today for neurological examination.

Mental status demonstrates difficulty with recollection to multiple common items and the nuances of information over a period of time.

She is otherwise alert, oriented, pleasant, and appears to be otherwise in no distress, but demonstrates symptoms suggesting of reduced impulse control.

She only partially completed her intake assessment paperwork reporting a previous history of treatment for diabetes with metformin.

She has past medical history where she describes a slight arthritis.

She has a history of food medical allergies and possibly adverse reaction to sulfa drugs.

In symptomatic review of symptoms that were completed she reported visual floaters, sinus problems with sinus headaches, nocturia x1, varicose veins, and dyssomnia but described no other symptoms.

Her neurological examination shows that her cranial nerve function appears normal today.
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Her motor examination does not demonstrate atrophy fasciculations or obvious weakness.

Her sensory examination is intact all modalities.

Her deep tendon reflexes are 2+/4 without unusual briskness, clonus, or evidence of tremor spasticity.

Her ambulatory examination remains fluid.

I appreciate Enloe Hospital Dr. Ransbarger records and review of the MR imaging report from open systems of September 29, 2021 showing some hippocampal atrophy.

In consideration of findings of degenerative dementia, we will complete the following she has been given the quality of life questionnaires from the National Institute of Health and Neurological Disorders to complete and return with the remainder of her intake assessment paperwork.

We are ordering a Neuro-Quantitative Brain MR imaging study for further evaluation for her degenerative findings and quantitation of the extent and nature of her cerebral atrophy.

With her history of dyssomnia, we will obtain a home sleep study initially to exclude suspected obstructive sleep apnea.

Laboratory studies for dementia evaluation will also be requested and will be reviewed when she returns.

I will send a followup report with the results and further recommendations for any additional evaluation treatment may be appropriate.
