CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 55-year-old female returns to the office complaining of rash.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 54-year-old female who was initially evaluated in the office on 06/19/2020. At that time, she had presented with symptoms of vertigo, bilateral knee injury, and DJD. The patient was previously followed by Dr. Kimberly Hiltz for primary care and Dr. Arnold for her vertigo. She was referred for mammogram and further referred for colonoscopy. She has remained stable over the last year. She now returns complaining of a groin rash. The rash is noted to be pruritic, non-erythematous and without any other associated symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Vertigo.

2. History of obesity.

3. Abnormal UA.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Breast implants 2012.

2. Tummy tuck.

3. Arthroscopy right knee 2013/15.

ALLERGIES: FLAGYL results in itching and hives. She is also allergic to LEVAQUIN.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had colon cancer. An aunt had colon cancer. Maternal grandmother had coronary artery disease. Father died of cancer of the lungs. An uncle had colon cancer and secondary mesothelioma.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use. She is a vegetarian.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a pleasant female who is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Reviewed. Blood pressure 105/73, pulse 104, respiratory rate 20, height 65 inches, and weight 153.5 pounds.
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Remainder of the examination is relatively unremarkable. The groin region reveals a pruritic rash consistent with dermatomycosis.

PLAN: Lotrisone one application to rash b.i.d. Follow up in four months.
