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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old female that has a history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIB. During the last visit that was on 12/01/2021, we did not have any laboratory workup to reassess the kidney function. The patient comes today and the laboratory workup shows that the serum creatinine is 0.84, the BUN is 18 and the estimated GFR is 66 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has anemia that is multifactorial. She had adenocarcinoma of the colon that was found at the beginning of 2021. At that time, a colostomy was placed for the compression and in September 2021, the patient was taken to surgery, the tumor was removed and the colostomy was reversed. Later on, there was evidence of a positive heme stool, endoscopy was done and the patient was with telangiectasia, bleeding in the upper gastrointestinal tract that was cauterized. The patient continues to be under the surveillance of the Florida Cancer Specialists. She has been receiving blood at least on monthly basis and there is significant thrombocytosis and persistent anemia and during the last visit, she was told that a bone marrow is going to be scheduled in the near future.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to smoking. The patient stills smokes.

5. Systolic dysfunction with an ejection fraction of 20% by history.

6. Peripheral vascular disease. The patient has right lower extremity revascularization done in the past.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with the administration of Lipitor 40 mg every day.

8. Gastroesophageal reflux disease on omeprazole.

9. Hiatal hernia. The kidney function has recovered. The patient has a creatinine of 0.84 and the estimated GFR is 66 without proteinuria as mentioned before. We are going to reevaluate this case in four months with laboratory workup.
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
