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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 75-year-old Hispanic female that has a long history of diabetes mellitus that has been under control with the administration of glipizide/metformin 5/500 mg one tablet twice a day and Janumet 50/500 mg one tablet once a day. The hemoglobin A1c on 12/22/2021 was 6.2. We are going to continue with the same approach. The patient has remained in the same body weight.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 150/80. The patient is taking labetalol 100 mg three times a day, quinapril 20 mg once a day and chlorthalidone 25 mg on daily basis.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control with the administration of Lipitor 40 mg on daily basis.

4. Hypomagnesemia. The serum magnesium is 1.6. Continue with the replacement.

5. Vitamin D on supplementation.
