DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. Clinical case of an 82-year-old white male that is followed in this office because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The CKD is associated to arterial hypertension, hyperlipidemia in a patient that is 82 years old. The most recent laboratory workup that was done on 12/08/2021 shows that he maintains a serum creatinine that is 1.26 and estimated GFR of 53 mL/min. The patient has a protein-creatinine ratio that is completely normal 55; however, in the microscopic examination of the urine, there are more than 30 red blood cells that are present. This patient has microscopic hematuria. He has a history of prostate cancer with normal PSA and the patient had no symptoms of prostatism. The possibility of a cystitis obstruction induced bladder tumor has to be into consideration. The patient is going to have another urinalysis done tomorrow and next week, he will be reevaluated by the urologist for his prostate cancer Dr. Pobi. The patient was explained about the disease process and the plan to approach this microscopic hematuria.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 137/83.

3. The patient has a history of gout. The uric acid is under control. There is no evidence of flare-ups.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on replacement therapy.

5. The patient has coronary artery disease. The patient is status post coronary artery bypass graft. He is followed by cardiology.

6. Peripheral vascular disease. The patient underwent evaluation of the circulation in the lower extremities; three stents were placed and a repair of the abdominal aneurysm that was done by Dr. St. Louis and was done in January 2021. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
We invested 10 minutes in the evaluation of the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and documentation 7 minutes.
