CC: Increased evening behaviors.

HPI: An 82-year-old with Lewy body dementia and bipolar disorder, has increased her behavioral issues in the evening. She can become verbally and physically aggressive. She is on Zyprexa 2.5 mg in the evening, it had been effective for a period of time and now she is having breakthrough behaviors. Otherwise, she continues to come out for meals, takes her medications and sleeps through the night.

DIAGNOSES: Lewy body dementia, Parkinsonism, bipolar disorder, hypothyroid, gait instability and OAB.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/10/21 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well developed female, groomed, propelling self in wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/75, pulse 69, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, O2 saturation 98%.
NEURO: Orientation x1. She makes eye contact. She can speak, at times her sentences are sensible and other times it is random and out of context. Today was random and out of context. She makes her needs known.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She sits upright in her wheelchair which she propels with her feet and arms. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Breakthrough behavioral issues in the evening. Increase olanzapine to 5 mg so she will then be on this med 5 mg a.m. and h.s. We will monitor and adjust as needed.
