


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Transition to hospice.

HPI: An 88-year-old who has now been on Traditions Hospice for approximately six weeks, is seen in the day room. She is sitting up in her wheelchair, quiet, slowly looking about. When I examined her and spoke to her, she made brief eye contact, did not speak or attempt to and did not follow deep inspiration instructions, but she also did not resist. Staff report that there have been no acute behavioral or medical issues since seen 11/23/2021. She has been started on risperidone 1 mg at noon and h.s. and that has stabilized and tempered much of her yelling out, which she would do throughout the day randomly. ABH gel 1/25/1 mg/mL has been ordered t.i.d. p.r.n. and used to benefit.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with BPSD, which has been decreased, chronic lower extremity edema decreased, atrial fibrillation, GERD, hypothyroid, HLD, DVT in 2019 on Eliquis.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/23/2021 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 11/23/2021 note.
DIET: Regular within liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
HOSPICE: Traditions since 11/04/2021.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished female, sitting upright in her wheelchair in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/68, pulse 72, temperature 96.7, respirations 16, weight 171 pounds.

CARDIAC: An irregularly irregular rhythm without MRG.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has upright posture, did not reposition herself in WC and no LEE.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Maintains verbal capacity, but can voice her needs briefly, but there has been a decrease in her speaking as well as yelling out.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia with BPSD. There has been a decrease in her crying and yelling out with the increase of risperidone and the routine dosing, we will continue; it does not appear to compromise the patient. She has p.r.n. ABH gel used infrequently since started.
