CC: Moved to hospice.

HPI: A 93-year-old with vascular dementia in a wheelchair that he propels, seen today; both he and his wife were in room. Both are now followed by Traditions Hospice. When asked about the move to the new nurses that are helping to take care of them, he states he likes them, they provide a bath aide with whom he is comfortable, so we have actually gotten him to shower. He continues to spend much of his time in room working on his computer, does come out for meals and with coaxing will attend an activity. He also watches after his wife stating that she likes her manual wheelchair, but does not propel it properly, so he has to help her riding behind her and pushing. He states that he is sleeping good, appetite and fluid intake normal and he denies any problems with choking or swallowing problems.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, CVA with expressive aphasia and visual deficits as sequelae, OA, GERD, HTN, hearing loss; uses hearing aids, HLD, and insomnia.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Coreg 12.5 mg b.i.d., Plavix q.d., Pepcid 40 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., lisinopril 20 mg q.d., Mucinex 600 mg b.i.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Flomax h.s. and ASA 325 mg q.d.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly male seated upright in a wheelchair in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/68, pulse 63, temperature 96.9, respirations 17, and weight 130 pounds.
HEENT: Male pattern baldness. Corrective lenses in place. Conjunctivae clear. Slightly dry oral mucosa.
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RESPIRATORY: He has a normal respiratory effort and rate. Symmetric excursion without cough. A few scattered wheezes, otherwise lung fields clear.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No distention or tenderness. Bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass, but adequate motor strength. He has good neck and trunk stability in his manual wheelchair that he propels using both primarily his arms and occasionally his feet. No LEE.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He is focused on his wife and her inappropriate movement of her wheelchair. Orientation x2. Some short-term memory deficits noted, but not as prominent as previously.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. HTN. He is on three agents, has been well-controlled to hypotension and I am changing Coreg to single dose at h.s. We will review BPs at next visit and go from there.
2. Use of diuretic and KCl. BMP ordered to assess both.
3. Previous history of anemia. CBC ordered.
