CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 73-year-old ambulating around the unit independently seen in her room. She was pleasant and happy to hear that her labs were normal. She remains fairly independent in her ADLs. And does need some direction regarding showering and personal care. She is compliant with care and redirectable when needed.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, depression, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Divalproex 250 mg 8 a.m. and 8 p.m. and 125 mg at 1 p.m., Namenda 10 mg b.i.d, MVI q.d., and Zoloft 100 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: AUGMENTIN.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appropriately dressed in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/75, pulse 75, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and oxygen 97%.

NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. Her speech was clear. Oriented x1-2 depending on the day. She is able to voice her needs and affect is appropriate to what she is stating.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No LEE. Limbs move in a normal range of motion. 

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Lab review. CMP and screening TSH WNL.  CBC shows an H&H of 11.5 and 35.3 with normal indices. So mild anemia. No intervention required.
