CC: Red irritated eyes.
HPI: A 96-year-old seen in room. I asked her if her eyes had been bothering her in the sense of irritation or feeling dry. She stated that her eyes had felt a little bit scratchy, but she denied pain or a change in her vision. The unit nurse had reported that her eyes had been reddened and irritated over the last couple of days, but no matting or drainage noted. When asked how she was doing overall patients stated good. She is always able to occupy herself with reading or watching history or nature programs. She is pleasant and cooperative when seen.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia with progression, hypothyroid, HLD, urinary incontinence, and wheelchair to bed bound.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/17 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert seated in wheelchair watching TV.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/78, pulse 80, temperature 97.4, respirations 14 and O2 saturation 92% on room air.

HEENT: Bilateral conjunctivae mildly injected. No matting or drainage noted. No tenderness to periorbital palpation.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech clear. Able to give information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has fair neck and truncal stability in her wheelchair. She is not able to propel it and is a two-person transfer cyst.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Red irritated eyes Visine-A eyedrops 1 to 2 drops b.i.d. p.r.n. and we will see how that works for her.
