HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: There is decreased range of motion about the right foot.
X-ray of the right foot reveals no injury.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right foot pain.

2. Right foot sprain.

3. Edema about the right foot resolved.

4. History of heart surgery as a child.

5. Tylenol/Motrin, elevation and moist heat, and reevaluate next week if not improved.
