CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

3. Body aches.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 29-year-old gentleman with medical history of mental health and elevated blood pressure in the past, comes in today with COVID symptoms. He is alert. He is awake. He does not appear to be in any respiratory distress.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia surgery, ear surgery, soft palate surgery and ASD closure as a child with mandible surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Nausea medication.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: No COVID immunization.

SOCIAL HISTORY: ETOH occasional. No smoking.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 185 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 60. Blood pressure 160/80.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi, otherwise clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. COVID-19 is positive.

2. Treat with dexamethasone 8 mg and Rocephin 1 g.

3. Z-PAK, Bromfed and dexamethasone at home.

4. Lots of liquid.

5. If not improved or gets worse, may need a chest x-ray.

6. No evidence of pneumonia at this time.

7. Slightly elevated blood pressure. We will keep an eye on the blood pressure. He has had that issue before.

8. As far as mental issues are concerned, he is stable. There are no suicidal thoughts or ideations or any risk factors noted at this time.

9. He has been on these medications before with no adverse effects, so I feel comfortable prescribing these medications for the patient at this time as well.
