I have been asked to do a mental status evaluation on Ms. Thompson and reviewed her on about 12/28/21. She has a decreased memory, which began long time ago, and I believe she has mild dementia. She has poor short-term memory. She also has episode of delusion in July. She also thinks that her son and his wife broke into the house and took things from her. She had a friend now that is doing most of the work for her and participating to help her with finances and other decisions. She has two sons and states one is handicapped and she is not happy with other one. It is unclear to me whether she has delusional problem or whether something else happened. She did reasonably well in mental status test that she did for review and recall and she scored zero on clock drawing. Although she has a basic understanding of her situation, she has had delusion and she also felt to be vulnerable person. There is concern expressed about whether people have the potential of taking advantage of her. I therefore believe that she should have a guardian appointed by the courts to avoid making regrettable decisions especially regarding finances. When I saw her, she was accompanied by a friend. I believe that she had delusions in the past and has made some poor judgments. I recommended the guardian be obtained for her.
