HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 80-year-old female presents to the clinic to get a medication refill for all of her current medications. She was a patient of the Conroe office, but since they shut down she is going to transfer her services over to our clinic. The patient also states that she has trouble hearing out of her right ear. Denies any pain.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with the patient and placed in chart.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and renal failure on dialysis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right foot amputation.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, well-nourished, and well-groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/65. Heart rate 78. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 98.4. O2 saturation 99%. Since the patient is unable to walk, we were unable to get her weight because she cannot stand; she is wheelchair bound.
HEENT: Bilateral tympanic membranes are intact, she has no erythema or erythema to her posterior pharynx.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x4.
EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. Noted the right foot amputation.
NEURO: She is alert and oriented x4.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT:  Hypertension and hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: The patient will be given the two medications that she is currently taking. Since she is a Conroe patient, we are going to request medical records from the Conroe office, so we can put them on file. I did notify them that on their next visit they will have to have a repeat blood work to keep their chart up-to-date. The patient was referred to an ENT doctor to evaluate for a hearing aid. The patient will return to the clinic in three months for her additional refills. She was given an opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
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
