Mrs. Thompson was seen and was concerned about her cough for two weeks. She also was in ER the previous week and had evidence of atrial fibrillation. She did not see cardiologist. In fact, she saw the cardiologist before I got there. She had weakness and palpitations at that time. Her Toprol XL had been changed to 100 mg daily and her quinapril was dropped to 10 mg daily. Her blood pressure is stable. Heart rate is now controlled. She has leg rash that is bothering her, but also found a new deep venous thrombosis on the legs as well as a new onset of atrial fibrillation. She *__________* but was better by the time I had seen her. On day of my visit there is no chest pain or palpitations. She coughs quite a bit and that is bothering a bit. She is on Eliquis now 5 mg b.i.d for both problems, both the DVT and atrial fibrillation. She has mild dementia *__________*.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Currently, there is no headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting or bleeding, abdominal pain or diarrhea. No dysuria or hematuria. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/62, pulse 92, temperature 98.2, respiratory rate 24. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Extraocular movements are normal. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal inspection. Neck supple. No nodes. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No significant edema. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves normal. Sensation intact. Skin: Slight leg rash, but not severe. Extremities: Distal pulses were palpable.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Thompson has atrial fibrillation and she is on Toprol XL 50 mg daily and heart rate is controlled. She is on Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d for anticoagulation.

2. She has deep venous thrombosis, which she is also on Eliquis. In fact, the Eliquis is started at 10 mg twice a day for a week and then go to 5 mg twice a day. She has hypertension controlled with Toprol XL 100 mg daily and quinapril 10 mg daily and she has mild dementia. Continue same overall plan.
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
