Ms. Benman was seen on 12/13/21 because of congestion in her chest. She also has some facial pain during the weekend.

HISTORY: Ms. Benman states that her congestion is slightly better and her facial pain is gone. She often has slight diarrhea. She has significant COPD, but that has not been too bad lately and she uses oxygen as needed. She does have dementia and she is on donepezil 5 mg daily. She has cervical spondylosis and lumbar spondylosis and may have been doing fairly well, however, she does get pain that can be severe and she remains on fentanyl patch 25 mcg every 72 hours and gabapentin and Norco. Otherwise, she seems relatively well and feels that her congestion and respiratory symptoms are better.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, dyspnea, cough, vomiting, abdominal pain, or constipation. She has diarrhea. No dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.3, pulse 76, blood pressure 120/64, and respiratory rate 15. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal on inspection. Neck has no nodes. Lungs: Few crackles in lower lung fields that were not new. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: No acute joint inflammation. No facial tenderness. Straight leg raising is negative. She does have chronic neck and back pain with leg pain.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Benman congestion is better. I do not believe she needs any specific antibiotic. *__________*. We will encourage to drink more water and she did get better after drinking more fluids in the past two days.

2. She has COPD and I want to continue Ventolin HFA one or two puffs every four hours as needed.

3. She has osteoarthritis, cervical and lumbar spondylosises and for pain and spasm I will continue Fentanyl 25 mcg every 72 hours plus gabapentin 100 mg twice a day plus Norco 5/325 mg one every six hours as needed plus tizanidine 2 mg as needed every 8 hours.

4. For neuropathy, I will continue gabapentin 100 mg daily.

5. For dementia, I will continue donepezil 5 mg daily.

6. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
