Ms. McKnight was seen in followup of COPD, hypertension, coronary artery disease, and bipolar disorder.

HISTORY: Ms. McKnight does get short of breath off and on. She was recently seen by pulmonology and they added some nebulizers. She had a sore throat last week and headache. She felt quite ill and weak, however, she is gradually doing better. She currently uses ProAir inhaler, but also has ordered DuoNeb by nebulizer when she takes three times a day scheduled by pulmonology. She continues on tramadol for essential tremor. She does have *__________*. She also uses Klonopin 0.5 mg to 1 mg as needed for this or for anxiety. She does have bipolar disorder, which is controlled at the present time. She is not manicy or fully depressed. She has a chronic pain. She uses Tylenol 50 mg every four hours and tramadol 50 mg twice a day as needed.

She has had falls from time to time frequently.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, and headache is better and sore throat getting better. No diarrhea or constipation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She was not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/76, pulse 72, heart rate 17, temperature 96.8. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal on inspection. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation with slightly reduced breath sounds. No refill today. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. She can walk slowly.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. McKnight has COPD. I will continue DuoNeb three times a day plus ProAir HFA inhaler as needed two puffs every 4 hours as needed.

2. She has sore throat and upper respiratory symptoms, which seems to be getting better. Her headaches are better.

3. She has bipolar disorder and I will continue Seroquel 50 mg daily p.r.n plus Prozac 60 mg daily. She is not excessively depressed or manicy today. She remains on Klonopin 0.5 to 1 mg as needed for anxiety or insomnia.

4. She has chronic pain and I will continue tramadol 50 mg b.i.d p.r.n and renew this and continue acetaminophen 650 mg every 12h as needed. She may take meclizine t.i.d as needed for vertigo and loratadine 10 mg daily for allergies. She has essential tremor and I will continue propranolol 40 mg three times a day plus clonazepam as needed.
