Dear Crystal:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Bell with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, rheumatoid arthritis and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was July 19, 2021.  His weight is stable.  He has received all three of the COVID-19 messenger RNA vaccinations in 2021 without any side effects or adverse events.  He has not been ill with COVID-19 to his knowledge.  He denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  No edema or claudication symptoms.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and he controls his diabetes with diet alone.

Medications:  The patient is on a multivitamin daily and a PreserVision two daily for eye health.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 199.6 and this is stable, pulse 49 and blood pressure 155/77.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on January 7, 2022, creatinine is 1.7 his range is between 1.5 and 1.7 when checked and it has been higher than that actually was 1.9 in 2019, albumin is 4.3, calcium is 9.0, his sed rate was 25, hemoglobin A1c 5.6, hemoglobin is 14.2 with normal white count and normal platelets, phosphorus is 3.2 and electrolytes are normal.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, diabetic nephropathy with excellent diabetic control and rheumatoid arthritis.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three months.  He will follow a low-salt diabetic diet and he will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
