Dear Dr. Jinu:

This is a teleconference for Mr. Ash with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and bilateral renal cysts.  Last visit in July.  Problems of persistent recurrent left-sided sciatic, going to do physical therapy, potentially injections, compromise L4-L5 follow at University.  MRI was done.  No contemplating surgery, but they saw a cyst.  He follows with Dr. Krepostman for prior ablation for atrial fibrillation, he remains on sinus rhythm.  No abnormalities on review of systems, enjoying activity as much of he can with the sciatic.  Eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  Good urine output.  No cloudiness or blood.  Some frequency and urgency from enlargement of the prostate.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.

Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Remains anticoagulated Eliquis, blood pressure valsartan and hydrochlorothiazide.
Physical Examination:  He looks well.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Oriented x3.  Blood pressure 138/70.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.4 which is baseline for a GFR of 50 stage III.  Normal potassium and acid base.  No albumin in the urine.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, no progression, no symptoms.

2. Hypertension well controlled.  Continue present medications.

3. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, ablation, anticoagulation, on sinus rhythm.
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4. Bilateral renal cysts.  We did genetic testing for polycystic kidneys inherited disease.  It was negative type I and type II and there is a number of family members son and daughter, which also were negative for abnormalities so this is not inherited.

5. Enlargement of the prostate, minor symptoms.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  All issues were discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
