History: This is a telephone visit. Ms. Boney is a 71-year-old African American female who states she has been in good health, but she went to get COVID test done at St. Theresa’s Church and was reported as positive. The patient states anybody else she came into contact all tested negative. The patient states she did not feel sick up until the weekend when she felt she was somewhat congested and some cough, but no shortness of breath and no fever. I asked the patient if she had checked her pulse oximetry and she does not have pulse oximeter and I encouraged her to keep one at home. She states she feels good today and does not feel sick. I discussed with her about Zithromax, monoclonal antibody infusion, Decadron as the steroid and oral antiviral pills, but she promises me she does not feel ill at all. She is going to tell her brother to pick up the pulse oximeter for her, so she can check her oxygen and she will let me know what the results are. I will wait for her call to let me know if there is problem with oxygenation. So, currently COVID positive. The patient states she is not sick enough to get any treatment. She is going to be staying home in isolation. Advised plenty of fluids, Tylenol and call me if problems.
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
