History: Ms. Saenz was seen today. She was involved in an auto accident and is having problem with brain concussion. Also, there is a change in her family history in that one of her sisters is dying of colon cancer and ovarian cancer, one sister has already died of dementia after her son committed suicide.
So, we did the physical. The patient does have some depression and some memory issues following her auto accident. She has been able to procure an appointment.
Ms. Zulema Saenz has been advised to get colonoscopy as her sister was found to have colon cancer. She also mentioned that previously the Texas A&M Physicians had done her colonoscopy and they also told her she had liver problems like a fatty liver and I told her it is a good idea to see the gastroenterologist. In the meantime, we will check her labs including A1c, microalbumin in urine, CBC, CMP, A1c and we will proceed from there.
Besides the physical, the patient was advised she will need GI consult for fatty liver as well as colonoscopy. She states she may have had the colonoscopy five or six years ago, but because of her sister having it recently I thought it is a good idea. She has an appointment sometime in February to see the neurologist for her concussion and headaches and I told her to keep up that appointment as for now. We made additions to the family history after doing the physical for Medicare. She is advised the lab and she is going to come back to the office in a month. She will see the GI later once she has seen the neurologist. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
